Scamesassignetiased omow well the communiqués
that are released by the G8 at the summit reflect the stated objective&8f the
Presidency in each of the priority issue areathdfstatements armmmuniqués
emerging from the summit reflect the pdentified priority objectives of the G8
Presidency, a high score is assigned for the objective.

An aggregate score is assigned to each issue area, which is calculated using d weighte
average in which the weight a particular objective receives is relative to its ranking in the
sequential priority ordering. These weights were developed with a quadratic function,
allowing us to assign decreasing weights to each objective while enthatrthe

It is unlikely that the G8 will achieve a strongnsensusn stimulus spending, given the

focus of the Italian Presidenoy regulation as opposed to further spending. Furthermore,
the US seeks increased stimulus but France and Germany are against this idea, and
already hope to establish an exit strategy from the extraordinary policy measures taken
since the start of the famcial crisis. Due to these opposing views held by the G8
members, it is likely that the G8 will merely maintain its short and medium term
macroeconomic stimulus policies established at the G20 London Summit, which is in
accordance with Italyds interests.

The idea of the global food reserve was proposed by the G8, at previous summits, as a
means of combatinghigh prices, sudden shortages and volatiledpction %At the
L6Aquil a Summit, the Iltalian Presidency

At a meeting in April 2009, G8 Agriculture Ministers acknowledged the organization's
past failures in combating hunger afmbd shortages and the lack of progress towards
fulfilling the Millennium Development Goal@gMDGSs). In a draft document released at
the meeting, the Ministers emphasized the urgency of increasing food production.
However, they did not specify how they gbiti to achieve this, and did not clarify how
they plan to use food reservesiteduce market volatility®®

The French Agriculture Minister, Michel Barnier, voiced strong support for a global
system of essential food stockpiles. ltaly also supported rtf@asure. The Italian
Agriculture Minister, Luca Zaia, expressed support for a food reserve measure which
takes into account quality of food as well as quantity, and encompasses the views of the
G8, 05, and other food exporters. It is therefore likely thatltalian presidency will
pursue such a holistic approach, and push for the inception of a global system of food
stockpiling. However, Minister Zaia conceded that despite the "good climate" of the talks
in April, more discussion and compromise is neagse order to devise a successful
food security and reserve systém.

At the World Grain Forum conference in St Petersburg in June 2009, many officials,
including the American administrator of the Agriculture Department's Foreign
Agricultural Service, Mthael Michener, argued that logistical and funding concerns
would complicate the creation of global food reserves. The United States does not
support a global food reserve system, and instead favours national programs, which may
be administered by the Uail Nations' World Food Programrife.

At the June 2009 World Grain Forum, 32 per cent of attendees voted in favour of national
food reserves, and 33 per cent voted for global reserves. This illustrates the significant

Leaders adoptedseparatstatement on food security
outlining short, medium and loigrm commitments to address inadequate food
production. The report granted a pledge of EUR10 billion for farming and infrastructure
projects. G8 leaders sal set out to launch the Global Partnership on Food Security
initiative. The program seeks to frequently divert international political attention to the
global food crisis in order to keep it high on the G8 agéttia.

Since the 2008 summit however, comatii in the international commodity market have
changed considerably. The global economic downturn and rise in oil costs have
hampered the production of agricultural commodities. The 2008 summit coincided with a
sharp increase in commodity prices and sthe®, the crisis has subsided to some extent.
However, the United Nations predicts that the future international economic recovery will
only further increase commaodity prices, creating greater problems in low and medium
income countrie$’

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Regional Security

The issue of regional security has been featured on the G8 summit agenda since 1982,
when France held discsisns on the Falklands War and Lebanon at the Versailles
Summit. In subsequent years, the G8 addressed further cases: 1984 saw the addition of
the Iranlraq war to the agenda, the security threats in the Persian Gulf were discussed in
1987, and Cambodia ih988. During the 1996 summit in Lyon, the issue of regional
security became truly multidimensional, encompassing Bosnia, the Middle East, and
North Korea. At the 2004 Sea Island Summit, the G8 issued a statement on Sudan. The
statement called on all pas involved to take necessary steps to halt the crisis, while
pledging G8 member assistance towards that end. The 2005 Gleneagles Summit saw the
adoption of t he G8 Foreign Mi ni stersbo Me et
welcomed the framework for the flamentary and Provincial Elections in September
2005, while simultaneously expressing G8 support for the Afghan government and
people in their reconstruction efforts.

At the 2008 Hokkaiddroyako Summit, regional security issues received only minimal

attention in the main communiqué. However, the G8 leaders also released a separate
statement on Zi mbabwe, expressing their con
the elections and intimidate the supporters of his opponent, Morgan TsvdhgirG8

leade s expressed Agrave <concern about t he si
disapproval on the fact that the presidential election was held despite the absence of
appropriate conditions for free and fair votfi§To ameliorate the situation, the leaders
